Penguin won the case
and quickly sold three million copies. The
book was also banned for obscenity in the
United  States,  Canada,  Australia,  India,
and Japan. The book soon became notori-
ous for its story of the physical (and emo-
tional)  relationship  between  a  working--
class man and an upper-class woman, its
explicit descriptions of sex, and its use of
then-unprintable four-letter words.

"The Masque of the Red Death", originally
published as "The Mask of the Red Death:
A Fantasy", is an 1842 short story by Amer-
ican writer Edgar Allan Poe. The story fol-
lows Prince Prospero's attempts to avoid a
dangerous  plague,  known  as  the  Red
Death, by hiding in his abbey. He, along
with many other wealthy nobles, hosts a

masquerade ballwithin seven rooms of the
abbey, each decorated with a different col-
or. In the midst of their revelry, a mysteri-
ous figure disguised as a Red Death victim
enters and makes his way through each of
the rooms. Prospero dies after confronting
this stranger, whose "costume" proves to
contain  nothing  tangible  inside  it;  the
guests also die in turn. Poe's story follows
many traditions of Gothic fiction and is of-
ten analyzed as an allegory about the ine-
vitability of death, though some critics ad-
vise against an allegorical reading. Many
different  interpretations  have  been  pre-
sented, as well as attempts to identify the
true nature of the titular disease. The sto-
ry was first published in May 1842 in Gra-
ham's Magazineand has since been adapt-
ed  in  many  different  forms,  including  a
1964  film  starring  Vincent  Price.
